The constitution of the Haley Tower Historical and Technical Society states in Article 7,
Section 2:

“ Additional Meetings of the Membership
“ In addition to the annual Meeting, other meetings of the membership may be called by the Board

of Directors, by the President, or the Secretary,…” .

The board of directors has called for a special meeting to be held on Saturday October 23, 2004 in
conjunction with the “Haley Tower Rescue Anniversary Celebration.” Your invitation to the anniversary
celebration is on page two of this special edition of the ORDER BOARD. Details of the celebration are given
there.

At the time that the 2004 annual meeting was planned the board of directors saw no reason to make any
changes to the Society’s constitution. However, at the annual meeting of the board two changes were proposed.
The board decided that the October 23rd gathering would be an opportunity to vote on the changes and called for
the membership meeting.

The first proposed change would be to article 7, section 1 which now states,
“ The Annual Meeting of the membership of the society shall be held the Saturday before the

Fr iday before Labor Day of each year…” .
Many members of the Society have schedule conflicts and are unable to attend on that weekend. Also,

the weather has usually been hot which makes the day less enjoyable than it might otherwise be.
After a long discussion the board decided that the annual meeting should be held on the fourth Sunday of

October if approved by the members at the October 23rd meeting. The constitution would then say,
“ The Annual Meeting of the membership of the society shall be held the four th Sunday of October

of each year…”
The second proposed change is a minor, technical one that will relieve one board member of double

duty. Article 7, section 4 now says,
“ …the Board of Directors shall hold its annual meeting for the purpose of appointing a Board

member to the position of Secretary/Treasurer…” .
If approved the new phrasing will be,
“ …the Board of Directors shall hold its annual meeting for the purpose of appointing two Board

members to the positions of Secretary and Treasurer…” .
This change wil l allow Jim Rhodes to concentrate on the Society’s financial matters and allow someone

else to off icially record the minutes of board meetings and membership meetings.
President Bill Foster is inviting the media, city officials and CSX Transportation off icials to the

celebration. The board hopes many members of the Society will attend to show their support. A large turnout of
members will help to publicize the Society and the Wabash Valley Rail roaders Museum, and will make many
more people aware of our purpose.

For those who want to arrive on Saturday the Signature Inn at Interstate 70 and Margaret Avenue
currently has rooms for $62 plus tax per night. This is not a special price so it is only necessary to request their
least expensive rate.
